Individuals who do not hold a Remote Pilot certificate and want to fly under Part 107
must take the Unmanned Aircraft System (UAS) Initial Aeronautical Knowledge Test
at an FAA-approved Knowledge Testing Center. The test has a fee associated with it.

Part 107 remote pilots who have completed the

updated test or training will be allowed to operate

at night in accordance with the new rules. +
